hereinafter referred to as the “Plaintiffs’™), who bring this action against Defendants, LARRY H.
HAHN (hereinafter referred to as “HAHN") , in his individual capacity and as President and
Treasurer of Kokoweef, Inc., and former President and Treasurer of Explorations Incorporated of
Nevada,; HAHN’S WORLD OF SURPLUS, INC. (hereinafter “HWS”), a Nevada corporation;
PATRICK C. CLARY (hereinafter referred to as “CLARY™), an individual; and DOES 1 thought
100, inclusive (hereinafter collectively referred to as “Defendants™), and allege, based upon

information and belief, except as otherwise stated, as follows:

NATURE OF THE ACTION AND FACTUAL ALLEGATIONS

1. This lawsuit involves a scheme by Defendant HAHN, to dupe investors in order to
finance his own personal expenses and lifestyle by illegally selling shares of corporate stock in a
gold mine investment managed by Defendant HAHN. Plaintiffs allege that rather than use the
proceeds from the sale of stock to operate a commercial mine, Defendant. HAHN instead looted
the corporations to pay for his own personal expenses and those of his alter-ego, HWS. This is
not a case brought by unhappy investors. Rather, Plaintiffs are former officers, directors and
current shareholders who have seen the mismanagement and corporate waste committed by
Defendant HAHN, who runs KOKOWEEF, INC (hereinafter referred to as “KOKOWEEF™) like
a personal checkbook. Plaintiffs bring derivative actions against Defendants to stop HAHN’s
looting of nominal Defendant KOKOWEEF. Plaintiffs also bring direct actions for the violations
of Nevada securities laws.

2. The mine is located approximately eleven miles south of state line in San
Bernardino County, California. Over the past twenty-five (25) years, Defendant HAHN has
solicited and sold investments in this gold mine to more than thirteen hundred (1,300) investors
throughout the country. To date, no gold has ever been mined from the site, despite Defendant

HAHN’s insistence that a hidden “river of gold” lies deep beneath the site.
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3. Defendant EXPLORATIONS INCORPORATED OF NEVADA (hereinafter
referred to as “EIN”) was a corporation organized under the laws of the State of Nevada and was
incorporated on October 24, 1984, for the purpose of exploration and continuing the search for
gold in underground caverns. On or about November 10, 2003, EIN entered into an “Agreement
and Plan of Reorganization” with KOKOWEEF, whereby EIN agreed to sell and assign to
KOKOWEEF all of EIN’s assets and KOKOWEEF agreed to assume all of the liabilities of EIN,
“excepting liability to the Old Company’s [EIN] stockholders”, in exchange for voting shares of
KOKOWEEF’s common stock.

4, Defendant KOKOWEEF, is a corporation organized under and by virtue of the
laws of the State of Nevada. Defendant KOKOWEEF was incorporated by Defendant HAHN
on or about May 25, 2004,

5. Defendant HAHN is a resident of the State of Nevada and at all time relevant was

‘the president and majority shareholder of Defendant EIN and Defendant KOKOWEEF.

6. Defendant CLLARY, is a resident of the State of Nevada and was the corporate

counsel to EIN, and at all times relevant herein, was and is the corporate counsecl to Defendant

KOKOWEEF. Defendant CLARY acted as both corporate counsel and agent for Defendant EIN

and the surviving corporation, Defendant KOKOWEEF.

7. Plaintiffs are informed and believe, and thereon allege that between approximately
March 2003 through approximately October 2006, Defendant EIN sold unregistered securities,
which were not exempt from registration under Nevada securitics laws, to more than twenty five
(25) purchasers in Nevada during any twelve consecutive month period. As such, Defendant
EIN’s sale of unregistered securitics was not exempt from registration pursuant to NRS
§90.530(11).

8. Plaintiffs are informed and believe, and thereon allege that Defendants HAHN
and CLARY knew that the sale of shares in EIN between approximately March 2003 through
approximately October 2006 were issued in violation of Nevada’s securities laws. In addition,
Defendant CLARY admits, in his Motion for Summary Judgment, that the securities were not

legally issued, and that he suggested the formation of a new company, KOKOWEEEF, to provide
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a “clean start” including the exchange of EIN shares for KOKOWEEF shares. (See Affidavit of
Defendant CLARY attached to Motion for Partial Summary Judgment, pg 5 attached hereto as
Exhibit “A™). Plaintiffs are further informed and believe, and thereon allege that Defendants
ITAIIN and CLARY conspired to devise the scheme described above to conceal the illegal sale of
unregistered and non-exempt securities from the shareholders of EIN without disclosing to the
shareholders that their shares of EIN had been illegally issued in violation of Nevada’s securities
laws.

9.  Accordingly, on or about October 12, 2006, Defendant CLLARY sent a letter to the
shareholders of EIN informing them that he was corporate counsel to both EIN and
KOKOWEEEF and that on November 10, 2005, EIN and KOKOWEEF entered into a “Agreement
and Plan of Reorganization”, whereby EIN agreed to sell and assign to KOKOWEEF all of EIN’s
assets in exchange for the voting shares of KOKOWEEF’s common stock. Defendant CLLARY’s
letter instructed each stockholder of EIN to return his or her stock certificates to KOKOWEEF in
exchange for a new KOKOWEEF stock certificate, Plaintiffs are informed and believe that
EIN’s sharcholders did in fact return their shares in EIN as instructed by CLARY and were
issued new shares in KOKOWEEEF. Plaintiffs allege that the sole purpose of this reorganization
was to cover up and conceal the fact that the shares of EIN had been issued in violation of
Nevada’s securities laws and to try and “launder” the illegal shares by exchanging them for
shares of the new company called KOKOWEEF.

10. Plaintiffs are also informed and believe that Defendant CLARY prepared and HAHN
required certain investors to sign the “Investor’s Agreement”, which stated that the shares being
sold were legally exempt from registration when in fact they knew that the shares were not
legally exempt from registration.

11.  Plaintiffs are also informed and believe, and thereon allege that between
approximately October 2006 through approximately October 2009, Defendant KOKOWEEF sold
unregistered securities, which were not exempt from registration under Nevada securities laws, to

more than twenty five (25) purchasers in Nevada during any twelve consecutive month period.
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As such, Defendant KOKOWEEF’s sale of unregistered securities was not exempt {rom
registration pursuant to NRS §90.530(11).

12.  Plaintiffs’ Securities Expert, Edwin I. Apenbrink, former Director of the Nevada
Securities Division, has asserted that numerous violations of Nevada Securities laws have been
committed in the course of the distribution of securities by EIN and KOKOWELEL. Mr.
Apenbrink further asserts that the impacted shareholders could bring a claim for violation of
NRS 90.660, the sales of unregistered securities, against Defendants EIN and KOKOWELEF.
(See Report of Edwin J. Apenbrink, attached hereto as Exhibit “B”).

13.  Plaintiffs are further informed and believe, and thereon allege that Defendants,
HATHN, EIN and KOKOWEEF represented to the Plaintiffs that their purchase of shares in EIN
and KOKOWEEF was for “investment purposes”. However, Plaintiffs are informed and believe
that these Defendants used the proceeds from the sale of these securitics for non-investment
purposes, including, but not limited to, financing the personal expenses and lifestyle of
Defendant HAHN and his alter-cgo, HWS. Plaintiffs are informed and believe, and thereon
alleged, that Defendant HAHN wrote checks from the corporate accounts of KOKOWEEL to
himself, to his family members and to his alter-ego, HWS, for non-KOKOWEEF business
expenses and activities, which were ultra vires activities that were not in the best interest of the
corporations or the shareholders. Based upon an extensive review and analysis of the business
records of KOKOWEEEF, EIN, and HWS, Plaintiffs’ forensic expert, Talon Stringham, found
approximately $1,000,000 in expenses for which no accounting or receipts were provided.
Plaintiffs allege that these funds were used to support Defendant HAHN, his co-conspirators, and
to build a retirement home at the mill site, including lumber for decks, solar energy, and the
planting of fruit trees. (See Report of Talon Stringham, dated January 19, 2011, and attached
hereto as Exhibit “C”).

14, On or about September 16, 2006, an assayer retained by EIN presented Defendant
HAHN with an analytical report, which indicated the presence of gold and silver and other

valuable minerals at depth in the mine.
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15.  Inthe Spring of 2007, the President of Mayan Gold, Inc., met with Dcfendant
HAHN and Plaintiff, TED R. BURKE (hereinafter “BURKE"), regarding a proposal of Four
Million Dollars {$4,000,000.00) in an investment capital to recover gold, silver and other
valuable minerals in the mine in a joint venture with KOKOWEEF. At this meeting, the
President of Mayan Gold, Inc. made a standard request to review the books and financial records
of KOKOWEEF as part of his due diligence investigation. In response to this request, Defendant
HAHN abruptly terminated the meeting and rejected Mayan Gold’s $4 million investment offer.

16. On or about June of 2007, Plaintiff BURKE and several other shareholders
discovered the existence of the Bylaws of KOKOWEEF, and upon reviewing those Bylaws, had
reason to suspect that KOKOWEEF’s business practices were in conflict with the Bylaws,
Plaintiff BURKE asked Defendant HAHN whether or not an annual audit of KOKOWEEF’s
financial records had ever been performed. Defendant HAHN informed Plaintiff BURKE that no

such audit has ever been performed and refused to make KOKOWEEF’s books and financial

records available to Plaintiff BURKE, despite the fact that Plaintiff BURKE was a Director and
Secretary of KOKOWEEF,

17.  Plaintiff BURKE then informed Defendant HAHN that he was going to request a
board meeting to address his concerns and to request a formal audit be conducted of
KOKOWEEF’s books. Plaintiff BURKE also discussed his request for an audit with Defendant
CLARY, who informed Plaintiff BURKE that the board meeting could be held on August 28,
2007, at Defendant CLARY s office.

18.  Upon learning that Plaintiff BURKE had requested a meeting of the board of
directors of KOKOWEETF to be scheduled on August 28, 2007, Defendant HAHN then noticed a
“Special Meeting” of all shareholders to beheld on the same date to vote on new Board members.
Defendant HAHN failed to give proper notice of the “Special Meeting” pursuant to the Bylaws.
Defendant HAHN noticed the location for this “Sharcholder Meeting” to be held at the mine
location, which was approximately seventy (70) miles from the location of the Board meeting in
Las Vegas, making it impossible to attend both meetings. As a result, the Board meeting was

never held and Plaintiff BURKE and other Plaintiffs attended the shareholder meeting on August
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28, 2007. At the shareholder meeting, Defendant HAHN nominated five (5) individuals for the
Board of Directors without any prior notice to the shareholders or the existing Board of
Directors, again in violation of the Bylaws. Defendant HAHN also announced at the shareholder
meeting that he would consent to an audit of KOKOWEEF’s books and financial records.
However, the subsequent audit directed by Plaintiff BURKE was only performed on the financial
records of KOKOWEEF for a period of the preceding eight (8) months and no review of the
financial records of the predecessor entity, EIN, was allowed by Defendant HATIN.

19. On or about September 18, 2007, Plaintiff BURKE was invited to attend a
mecting with Defendants HAHN and CLARY. At that meeting, Plaintiff BURKE asked
Defendant CLARY what his personal liability was as a Director of KOKOWEEF for what
Plaintiff BURKE perceived to be KOKOWEEF’s violation of the Bylaws, and for what he
believed to be Defendant HHAHN’s misappropriation of corporate funds to pay for HAHN’S
personal expenses. At this meeting, Defendant CLARY informed Plaintiftft BURKE that the
reason KOKOWEEF was formed was an attempt to “clean up” the multiple securities violations
of EIN. Defendant CLARY further informed Plaintiff BURKE that ninety percent (90%) of
EIN’s stock sales by Defendant HAHN were unlawful. When Plaintiff BURKE stated his intent
to report these unlawful activities to the Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”),
Defendant CLARY told Plaintiff BURKE going to the SEC was “insane”, that the SEC was “the
big bad wolf”, that the SEC were * assholes”, and that “they destroy companies and they destroy
people.” Further, Defendant CILARY told Plaintiff BURKE, “I just don’t want you to do
anything stupid, I mean, the idea of going to talk to the SEC is about as insane as anything you
could personally do. I mean, if you want to just stick a knife in yourself, it’d be a shorter way to
solve the problem.”

20, Defendant CILARY further advised Plaintiff BURKE that although “99% probably
of the securities transactions weren’t conducted lawfully, the statute of limitations has run.”
However, Defendant CLARY did not tell Plaintiff BURKE that Defendants HAHN and

KOKOWEEF had issued approximately 1,057,565 shares of unregistered securities in
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KOKOWEEF during 2007 to approximately 580 investors at a price of $6 per share, which is
well within the applicable statute of limitations provided by NRS §90.670.

21.  Defendant CLARY admitted to Plaintiff BURKE at this meeting that he had
concocted the scheme to “reorganize™ EIN to exchange EIN’s shares for KOKOWLELT shares in
order to conceal the illegality of the sale of EIN securities and to conceal these illegal
transactions from the shareholders until hopefully the statute of limitations has lapsed before the
shareholders discovered this securities fraud.

22.  During the September 18, 2007 meeting, Plaintiff BURKE asked Defendant
CLARY the direct question, “You are general counsel for KOKOWEEF, Inc., right?” Defendant
CLARY responded that in fact he was general counsel for the corporation and was not acting as
general counsel for Defendant HAHN. However, at that same meeting, Plaintiff BURKE
expressed his concerns over improprieties in the issuance of securities for EIN and
KOKOWEEF, as well as the corporation’s failure to maintain adequate financial records and
comply with the Bylaws. In response, Defendant CLARY stated that if something went wrong
he would correct it or “make it go away.” Also, during this meeting, Defendant CLARY
threatened Plaintiff BURKE that the issuance of 70,000 shares of stock in KOKOWEEF to
Plaintiff BURKE was illegal and created a tax liability for Plaintiff BURKE and all other
shareholders who had been given shares of stock in exchange for alleged services contributed to
the corporation. Defendant CLARY stated that he wold inform all of the sharcholders that they
needed to file amended tax returns, but the Plaintiffs are informed and believe, and thereon
allege, that as of the date of filing this action, Defendant CLARY has failed to give notice to the
shareholders of this tax liability.

23. Plaintiffs are informed and believe, and thereon allege, that commencing in 2003
to the present, Defendant HAHN has written checks from the EIN and KOKOWEEF accounts to
himself and his separately owned company, HWS for personal use. Defendant HAHN has
wasted corporate assets and converted corporate assets for his own personal benefit and use,
thereby breaching his fiduciary duty owed to the Plaintiffs as a director. (See Exhibit “C”, Report

of Talon Stringham).
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24.  During the September 18, 2007 meeting, Defendant CLARY also advised Plaintiff
BURKE that the sales of securities in EIN and KOKOWEEF did not need to be registered with
the SEC, because they fell within an exemption provided by Rule 504 of Regulation D.

However, Plaintiffs are informed and believe, and thereon allege, that the sale of securities in
EIN and KOKOWEEF were not eligible for the exemption provided by Rule 504 of Regulation
D of the SEC because neither EIN or KOKOWEEF registered the offering of shares with the
State of Nevada or filed a Registration Statement with the State of Nevada or delivered
substantive disclosure documents as required to investors such as Plaintiffs. Further, neither EIN
nor KOKOWEEF filed a Form D after they first sold their securities, which is a requirement
under Rule 504 of Regulation D. Additionally, Defendant CLARY advised Plaintiff BURKE
that the sale of securities of EIN and KOKOWEEF were also exempt under Nevada securities
laws. However, Plaintiffs are informed and believe, and thereon allege, that these representations
were also false in that none of the transactions complied with the exemptions provided by NRS
§90.520 or NRS §90.530.

25.  That Defendant CLLARY filed a Form N7 pursuant to NRS §90.530 (17)(b), which
stated that the underlying shares of EIN which were to be traded for shares of KOKOWEEF were
exempt from registration when in fact he knew or should have known that these shares were not
exempt from registration. That Defendant CILARY informed EIN shareholders that the new
KOKOWEEF shares would be legally exempt when he knew or should have known that the
filing of the Form N7 did not remedy the illegally issued EIN shares.

26.  Plaintiff BURKE was and is a resident of Clark County, Nevada, and was at all
relevant times until approximately March 26, 2008, was a director and corporate secretary of
KOKOWEEF. Plaintiff BURKE still holds these shares. On or about May 1, 2007, Defendant
HAHN issued 75,000 shares of KOKOWEEF stock to Plaintiff BURKE. Plaintiff BURKE
personally and as a Manager of BFT Enterprises, LLC, holds Five Thousand Three-Hundred
Fifty (5, 350) shares in EIN stock.

27. Plaintiffs, MICHAEL R. KEHOE and LAURETTA L. KEHOE (collectively

referred to herein as “KEHOES”), were and are residents of Clark County, Nevada. During all

relevant times herein, the KEHOES were issued 1,100 shares of KOKOWEEF shares of stock on
or about October 4, 2006. Plaintiffs KEHOES signed and relied on the Investor’s Agreement
drafted by Defendant Clary which states that the shares sold were legally exempt from
registration.

28.  Plaintiff, JOHN BERTOLDO (hereinafter “BERTOLDO™), was and is a resident
of Clark County, Nevada. During all times relevant herein, BERTOLDO was issued 5,000
shares of EIN stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares on or about October 4,
2006. Plaintiff BERTOLDO was told and relied on the statement by HAHN at that time that his
money would be used for a core-drilling project that was never commenced.

29.  Plamtiff, PAUL BERNARD (hereinafter “BERNARD™), was and is a resident of
Clark County, Nevada. During all times relevant herein, BERNARD was issued 2,000 shares of
EIN stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares on or about March 6, 2007. Plaintiff
BARNARD was told and relied on the statement by HAHN at that time that his money would be
used for a core-drilling project that was never commenced.

30.  Plaintiff, EDDY KRAVETZ (hereinafter “KRAVETZ™), was and is a resident of
Clark County, Nevada. During all relevant times herein, KRAVETZ was issued 834 shares of
EIN stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEEF shares on or about March 13, 2007.
Plaintiff KRAVETZ was told and relied on the statement by ITATIN at that time that his money
would be used for a core-drilling project that was never commenced.

31.  Plaintiffs, JACKIE and FRED KRAVETZ (collectively referred to herein as
“KRAVETZ”), were and are residents of Clark County, Nevada. During all times relevant
herein, the KRAVETZs were issued 500 shares of EIN stock, which were exchanged for
KOKOWEEF shares of stock on or about March 6, 2007. The KRAVETZ Plaintiffs were told
and relied on the statement by HAHN at that time that their money would be used for a core-
drilling project that was never commenced.

32.  Plaintiff, STEVEN FRANKS (hereinafter “FRANKS™), was and is a resident of
Clark County, Nevada. During all times relevant herein, FRANKS was issued 400 sharcs of EIN
stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares of stock on or about March 2007.

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Plaintiff FRANKS was told and relied on the statement by HAHN at that time that his money
would be used for a core-drilling project that was never commenced.

33.  Plaintiff, PAULA MARIA BARNARD (hereinafter “BARNARD”), was and is a
resident of Clark County, Nevada. During all times relevant herein, BARNARD was issued 100
shares of EIN stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares of stock on or about March
18, 2007. Plaintiff BARNARD was told and relied on the statement by HAHN at that time that
her money would be used for a core-drilling project that was never commenced.

34, Plaintiff, LEON GOLDEN (hercinafter “GOLDEN"), was and is a resident of
Clark County, Nevada. During all times relevant herein, GOLDEN was issued 100 shares of EIN
stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares of stock on or about March 1, 2007,

35.  Plamtiff, C.A. MURFF (hereinafter “MURFF™), was and is a resident of Clark
County, Nevada. During all times relevant herein, MURTT was issued 100 shares of EIN stock,
which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares of stock on or about March 2007. Plaintiff
MURFF was told and relied on the staternent by HAHN at that time that his money would be
used for a core-drilling project that was never commenced.

36.  Plaintuff, GERDA FERN BILLBE (hereinafter “BILLBE”), was and is a resident
of Clark County, Nevada. During all times herein, BILLBE was issued 1,234 shares of EIN
stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares on or about March 28, 2007. Plaintiff
BILLBE relied on the October 12, 2006 letter from Defendant CLARY that the new stock offered
by KOKOWEEF was legally issued and therefore tendered and exchanged her EIN stock for
same,

37. Plamtiffs, BOB and ROBYN TRESKA (hereinafter “TRESKAS™), were and are
residents of Clark County, Nevada. During all times relevant herein, the TRESKAS were issued
100 shares of EIN stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares of stock by the Plan of
Reorganization dated August 31, 2006, Plaintiffs TRESKA relied on the October 12, 2006 letter
from Defendant CLARY that the new stock offered by KOKOWEEF was legally issued and

therefore tendered and exchanged their EIN stock for same.
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38.  Plaintiff, MICHAEL RANDOLPH (hereinafter “RANDOLPH”), was and is a
resident of Clark County, Nevada. During all times relevant herein, RANDOLPH was issued
1,000 shares of EIN stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares of stock by the Plan
of Reorganization dated August 31, 2006. Plaintiff RANDOLPH gave Six Thousand Dollars
cash ($6,000) to HAHN and relied on the statement of HAIN that he would be given
corresponding stock in KOKOWEEF, but was never issued a certificate of stock nor is there any
record of Plaintiff RANDOLPH’s cash being deposited in cither the EIN or KOKOWEEF
accounts.

39.  Plaintiff, FREDERICK WILLIS (hereinafter “WILLIS™), was and is a resident of
Clark County, Nevada. During all times relevant herein, WILLIS was issued 100 shares of EIN
stock, which were exchanged for KOKOWEEF shares of stock by the Plan of Reorganization
dated August 31, 2006. Plaintiff WILLIS relied on the October 12, 2006 letter from Defendant
CLARY that the new stock offered by KOKOWEEF was legally issued and therefore tendered
and exchanged his EIN stock for same.

40. Defendant HAHN, is and was a resident of Clark County, Nevada, and is and has
been the President and Treasurer of Kokoweef since its incorporation in 2004, and was the
President and Treasurer of EIN since its incorporation in 1984,

4]1.  Defendant, FIN, a Nevada corporation, was incorporated on October 24, 1984 and
was dissolved on November 15, 2007,

42. Defendant, KOKOWEEF, is a duly organized Nevada corporation in good
standing that was incorporated on May 25, 2004.

43.  Defendant HWS 1s a Nevada corporation doing business in North Las Vegas,
Clark County, Nevada, and is located at 2908 East lake Mead Boulevard, North Las Vegas,
Nevada. HWS was incorporated in 1977 and HAHN was the President of that corporation until
the time that he transferred that office to his family members, although HAHN still maintains
control of that corporation.

44, Plaintiffs are ignorant of the true names of the Defendants sued as DOES 1

through 100, inclusive, and therefore Plaintiffs sue these Defendants by such fictitious names.
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Following further investigation and discovery, Plaintiffs will seek [eave of the Court to amend
this Complaint to allege their true names and capacities when ascertained. These fictitiously
named Defendants may be KOKOWEEFE’s shareholders, officers, directors, and other members
of management, consultants and other individuals or entities, who were involved in the
wrongdoing detailed hercin. These Defendants aided and abetted, participated with and/or
conspired with the named Defendants in the wrongful acts and course of conduct or otherwise
caused damages and injuries claimed herein and are responsible in some manner for the acts,
occurrences and events alleged in this Complaint.

45, Plaintiffs are informed and believe, and thereon allege, that Defendants
KOKOWEEF, HAHN, HWS and DOES 1 through 100, inclusive, are, and at all times mentioned
herein were, the alter-ego of each other, in that there now exists, and at all times mentioned
herein there existed, such unity of interest in ownership between these Defendants, and each of
them, such that any individuality and separateness has ceased in that each of the Defendants 1s,
and at all times mentioned herein was, a mere shell, instrumentality and conduit through which
cach of the other Defendants carry on their business in the corporate name, exercising such
control and dominance of each of the other Defendants to such an extent that any individuality of
separateness of a Defendant did not and does not exist. Any further adherence to the fiction of a
scparatc existence of these several Defendants as entities distinet from each of the other
Defendants would permit an abuse of the corporate privilege and would sanction a fraud on
Plaintiffs. Plaintiffs are further informed and believe that said Defendants managed and operated
the corporate and affiliated entities and intermingled the assets of each to suit their convenience
by placing and conveying assets fraudulently among the Defendants in order to evade payment of
obligations and to render other Defendants insolvent and unable to meet their obligations to
Plaintiffs.

DERIVATIVE AND DEMAND EXCUSED ALLEGATIONS

46. Plaintiffs bring the Fourth, Fifth ans Sixth causcs of action in a derivative

capacity for the benefit of KOKOWEEF to redress injuries suffered and to be suffered by

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KOKOWEEEF as a result of the breaches of fiduciary duty and unjust enrichment of Defendant
HAHN and other Defendants.

47.  Plaintiffs will adequately and fairly represent the interest of KOKOWEEL and its
shareholders in enforcing and prosecuting its rights.

48. At all times relevant to this action, Plaintiffs are shareholders of KOKOWEEF
stock and were owners of EIN stock until EIN stock was exchanged for KOKOWEEL stock in
August of 2006,

49.  As aresult of the facts set forth herein, Plaintiffs have not made any demand on
the KOKOWEEF Board of Directors to institute this action against Defendant HAHN. Such
demand would be a futile and useless act because the Board is incapable of making an
independent and disinterested decision to institute and vigorously prosecute this action for the
following rcasons:

a. Due to Defendant HAHN’S positions as President and Treasurer, and
holding almost a majority of the shares, he is in a position to and does control the Board, the
company and its operations. There are seven board members, two of which are controlled by
Defendant HAHN. However, a quorum of five is required to hold a board meeting.

b. Defendant HAHN will not permit a board meeting to occur unless he
institutes it for matters he wants to discuss. This was evident when Plaintiff BURKE scheduled a
board meeting for August 28, 2007, to discuss an audit and also to request Defendant HAHN to
step down. Defendant HAHN then scheduled a shareholders meeting for that same date to be
held 70 miles from the place of the board meeting and it was impossible to attend both meetings.

C. Based on the summary of the September 19, 2007, meeting provided
above and the attached Transcript (See Exhibit D) of the meeting among Plaintiff BURKE,
Defendants HAIHN and CLARY, and other officers, it is obvious Defendant HAHN controls
KOKOWEEF, and that he would find ways to obstruct a board meeting regarding the filing of a

sharcholders® derivative complaint,

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FIRST CAUSE OF ACTION

(Civil Liability pursuant to NRS 90.660 for sale of unregistered securities against

Defendants HAHN, CLARY, EIN, KOKOWEEF and DOES 1-50, Inclusive)

50.  Plaintiffs re-allege and incorporate herein by reference the allegations contained in
paragraphs | through 44 above as though fully set forth herein.

51. Defendants, EIN and KOKOWEEF, and each of them, were an “issuer” of
securities as defined by NRS § 90.255,

52.  Defendants under the direct control of Defendant HAHN “sold” “securities™ as
defined by NRS §§90.295 and 90.280 to the Plaintiffs which were not registered with the
Securities Division of the Nevada Secretary of State, and were not exempt from registration
under the laws of the State of Nevada.

53.  Defendant CI.ARY, as set out in NRS §90.660, was, and is, an agent of
Defendants KOKOWEEF, EIN and HAHN, and knew of, or in the exercise of reasonable care,
could have known of the existence of the repeated sales of unregistered securities by EIN and
KOKOWEEF under the direct control of Defendant HHATN.

34, NRS §90.660 specifically provides that, “A person who offered or sells a security
in violation of any of the following provisions:...(b}) NRS 90.4601...is liable to the person
purchasing the security.” NRS §90.660(1) (Emphasis added).

55. NRS 90.660 further provides that “[a] person who directly or indirectly conirols
another person who is liable under subsection 1 or 3, and a partner, officer or direcior of the
person liable, a person occupying a similar status of performing similar functions, any agent of
the person liable, an employee of the person liable if the employee materially aids in the act,
omission or transaction constituting the violation, and a broker-dealer or sales representative who
materially aids in the act, omission or transaction constituting the violation, are also liable jointly
and severally with and to the same extent as the other person.... NRS §90.660 (Emphasis
added).

56. Defendant HAHN, as President, Treasurer and Majority Sharcholder directly

controls KOKOWEEF and EIN, the issuer or the securitics, and the sale of stock from both

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corporations. Therefore, he is jointly and severally liable with the nominal Defendants
KOKOWEEF and EIN.

57.  Nominal Defendants KOKOWEEF, EIN and specifically Defendant HAHN, are
jointly and severally liable to Plaintiffs for selling unregistered and non-exempt securities in EIN
and/or KOKOWEEF. Plaintiffs have tendered their securities in EIN and KOKOWEEF to
Defendants concurrent with the filing of their First Amended Complaint and such tender was
rejected by the Defendants, and each of them. Accordingly, pursuant to NRS §90.660,
Detendants are liable to Plaintiffs for:

(a) the consideration paid for the securities; and

{(b) interest at the legal rate from the date of purchase of the securities; and

(c) costs and reasonable attorney’s fees;

(d) less the amount of income received on the security (which has been zero).

58.  Plaintiffs discovered these violations within two (2) years of the filing of their
Amended Complaints, and within five (5) years after the act, omission or transaction constituting

the viplations.

SECOND CAUSE OF ACTION

(Negligent Misrepresentation Against Defendants HAHN, CLARY
and DOES 1-100, Inclusive)

59.  Plaintiffs re-allege and incorporate herein by reference the allegations contained in
paragraphs | through 51 above as though fully set forth herein.

60, Defendants, and specifically Defendant CLARY, misrepresented to the Plaintiffs
that the sale of the securities of EIN and KOKOWEEF were exempt from registration under both
federal and Nevada securities laws when in fact the sale of these securities were illegal and not
exempt from registration under either federal or Nevada securities laws.

61. The misrepresentations made to Plaintiffs included the false and fraudulent
statements described above and incorporated herein by reference.

62. Detendants, and each of them, made these representations negligently, and

without any reasonable basis for believing them to be true.

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63.  Plaintiffs were ignorant of the truth of the misrepresentations and concealments
made by Defendants and in fact justifiably relied on the misrepresentations made by Defendants,
specifically upon the statements and writings made by Defendant CLARY.,

64.  As adirect and proximate result of Defendants’ misstatements and
misrepresentations of material facts, Plaintiffs purchased securities from the Defendants in EIN
and KOKOWEEF and have suffered damages as more fully set forth herein in an amount to be

proved at trial.

THIRD CAUSE OF ACTION

(Breach of Fiduciary Duty Against Defendant HAHN
and DOES 1 through 100, Inclusive)

65.  Plaintiffs incorporate herein by reference the allegations set forth in paragraphs 1
through 57 above as though fully set forth herein.

66. By reason of his position of President and Treasurer of KOKOWEEF and former
President and Treasurer of EIN, Defendant HAHN owed Plaintiffs, as shareholders of those
corporations, the fiduciary obligations of good faith, trust, loyalty and due care, and is required to
use his utmost ability to control and manage the corporate affairs in a fair, just, honest and
equitable manner. Defendants arc required to act in the best interests of the corporation and its
shareholders and not in the furtherance of his own personal intercsts or financial benefit.
Defendants HAHN and DOES 1 through 100, inclusive, owe the corporation and its shareholders
the fiduciary duty to exercise good faith and diligence in the administration of those corporations
and in the use and preservation of its property and assets, and has the highest obligations of fair
dealing.

67.  Defendants HAHN and DOES 1 through 100, inclusive, violated and breached
those duties by their actions described with specificity above.

68.  As adirect and proximate result of the Defendants’ breaches of fiduciary duties,

the corporation and its shareholders have sustained damages in an amount to be proven at trial.

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69. Plaintiffs are entitled to an order that Defendants HAIIN and DOES 1 though 50,

inclusive, disgorge to EIN and KOKOWEETF, all proceeds and profits derived from their illegal

activities.
FOURTH CAUSE OF ACTION
(Unjust Enrichment Against Defendants HAHN, HWS,
and DOES 1 through 100, Inclusive)
70. Plaintiffs incorporate herein by reference the allegations set forth in paragraphs 1

through 62 above as though fully set forth herein.

71. Plaintiffs are informed and believe, and therein allege, that Defendants HAHN,
HWS, and DOES 1 through 100, inclusive, were unjustly enriched by the illegal sale of
unregistered securities and the diversion of corporate funds and assets for the personal use of
HAHN and his alter-ego, HWS,

72. It would be unjust and inequitable for these Defendants to retain the proceeds of
these 1llegal transactions and converted funds owned by KOKOWEEF.

73. To remedy the Defendants’ unjust enrichment, the Court should order the
Defendants, HAHN and HWS to disgorge to KOKOWEEF all proceeds and profits derived from

their illegal and tortuous activities.

FIFTH CAUSE OF ACTION

(Corporate Waste Against Defendants HAHN, and DOES 1 through 100, Inclusive)

74. Plaintiffs incorporate herein by reference the allegations set forth in paragraphs 1
through 66 above as though fully set forth herein.

75. By failing to properly consider the interests of KOKOWEEF and its shareholders,
Detendants HAHN and DOES 1 through 50, inclusive, without any valid corporate purpose, have
caused KOKOWEEF to waste valuable corporate assets solely for the financial gain of these
Defendants.

76.  Inreturn for such wrongful diversion of corporate assets, KOKOWELT received

no consideration, rendering the transaction in effect a gift to these Defendants.

SOB1\5081.01\p\MMT0344 . WFD - 18 -
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77. The conduct of these Defendants, and each of them, was not in good faith.
Defendants intentionally and directly diverted EIN and KOKOWEEEF assets to their own use and
benefit.

78.  Asaresull of these Defendants conduct, and the wrongful conduct of each of
them, EIN and KOKOWEEF have suffered and continue to suffer economic losses and non-
economic losses all in an amount according to proof at the time of trial. EIN and KOKOWEEF

are also entitled to disgorgement of the monies improperly obtained by the Defendants.

REQUEST AND PRAYER FOR RELIEF

WHEREFORE, Plaintiffs respectfully request that this Court enter judgment in their

favor and against Defendants as follows:

PRAYER FOR RELIEF

Plaintiffs pray for judgment and relief against Defendants as follows:

FOR THE FIRST CAUSE OF ACTION:

1. For damages in the amount of the consideration paid by the Plaintiffs to

I, BATRICK C. CLARY, having been first duly swoern, upon my oath,
depose and state as follows:

A, Introduction

1. I am the sole officer, director and stockholder of Patrick C.
Clary, Chartered, a Nevada professional corporation (“Chartered”),
which is counsel for sco-called Nominal Defendant Kokoweef, Inc., a
Nevada corporation {“Kokoweef”), and for me personally since I have
been named in my individual capacity as a Defendant {albeit wrongfuily)
in the so-called Verified Derivative First Amended Complaint filed

herein on September 22, 2008 (“the Amended Complaint”).

2. I make this Affidavit upon my personal knowledge in support of

the Motion for Partial Summary Judgment with respect to the “Feurth
Cause of Action” of the Amended Complaint, tc which Motion this
Affidavit is attached as an Exhibit, and, if called as a witness, I am

competent to testify to the matters set forth herein.

B, Background
3. Chartered is and has been corporate and securities counsel for
Kokoweef since it was formed as a Nevada corporation on May 25, 2004.
4, Prior to the incorporation of Kokoweef, gsometime in late 2003
and/or early 2004 I was introduced to Explorations Incorporated of
Nevada, a Nevada corporation (“EIN"”)}, which had been in existence since

1984, by and through Joseph M. Dempsey, Esg., of Dempsey, Roberts &

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Smith, with which I shared law offices in downtown Las Vegas, and I met

two of the principals of EIN, Larry Hahn, who had been President and
Lwo OL the princlpals Or ELIN, Larry Hann, wiho nad peen rresiaent ana

the largegt stockholder of EIN since its inception, and Ted R. Burke,
who had become an officer and director of EIN in 1583, After examining
certain of the bocoks and records of EIN and reviewing its securities
transactions, I advised EIN that it had not been following all proper
procedures in the offer and sale of its stock. Never, however, was I
ever inveolved in any prior gecuritieg transactions of EIN.

5. I explained the proper procedures that were regquired to comply
with both the federal and state securities laws, and Messrs. Hahn and
Burke expressed a desire to comply. In corder to give any new securities
transactions a clean start, I suggested (1) that a new corporation be
formed, which turned out to be Xokoweef, and (2) that a plan of
reorganization be adopted and implemented whereby the assets, subject
to the liabilities, of EIN would be sold and transferred to Kokoweef
solely in exchange of the stock of EIN held by its stockholders for new
shares of stock in Kokoweef. I explained that this would be a Type “C”
tax-free exchange under Section 368 of the Internal Revenue Code and
that exemptions from registration of the shares would be available
uncder both federal and state securities laws for the offer and sale of
the new shares of the stock of Kokoweef te the old stockholders of EIN,
which would then be dissolved. As is indicated below, the
recrganization was properly consummated.

6. I algo established procedures for the offer and sale cof cther

authorized but unissued stock of Kokoweef to new investors, which would
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also be in compliance with the requirements of both federal and state

securities laws, and those procedures were implemented by Kokoweef.
pecurities laws, and those procedures were 1mplemented DYy KOKoOweer.

Notwithstanding compliance with the federal and state securities laws,
of which Blaintiff Ted R. Burke had knowladge, the Plaintiffs in the
above-captioned case have falsely alleged that there were securities
law violations.

C. Fourth Causgse of Action of the Amended Complaint

7. Referring to paragraph 6% of the Amended Complaint, which
incorporates paragrapns 1-38 thereof, I strongly deny the allegations
contained in paragraph 6 of the Amended Complaint which state “that the
*Plan of Reorganization’ between EIN and KOKOWEEF was a scheme
concocted by Defendant HAHN and CLARY to conceal from the stockholders
the Defendants’ sale of unregistered and non-exempt securities in
viclation of NRS 50.460.7 Instead, what is true is that the offer and
sale by Kokoweef of its stock in the said reorganization were exempt
from registration under NRE 90.530{17) (k) for the following reasonsg:

a. Attached hereto as Exhibit 1 is a true and correct copy of

a cover letter sent on November 21, 2005 by me to the Securities

Division of the Nevada Secretary of State’'s cffice together with

the two enclosures referred to therein, namely the Securities

Division's Nevada Form N-9 and the Agreement and Plan of

Reorganization dated November 10, 2005 between EIN and Kokoweef.

b. Attached hereto as Exhibit 2 is a file-stamped copy of the

game Nevada Form N-9, which I perscnally obtained from the

Securities Division of the Nevada Secretary of State’s office.
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Exhibit 2 has a note on it stating that the $300 check referred to

in the aforesaid cover letter was, as I can perscnally verify,
in the atoresaid cover Jletter was, as 1 can personatly Vveriry,

inadvertently ocmitted as an enclosure and later sgent over;

consequently the said Form N-9 was not filed until November 22,

2005, After the expiration of the ten-day-period provided for in

NRS 90.530(17) (b)), the exemption became effective.

8. Accordingly both Kokoweef and I as itg securities counsel fully
complied with NRS 90.530(17) (b); therefore, I also deny the allegations
contained in paragraph 15 c¢f the Amended Complaint.

9. Responding to paragraph 18 of the Amended Complaint, the offer
and sale of the same said stock of Kokoweef were also exempt under
Sections 3(b) and 4({2} of the (federal) S8ecurities Aét of 1833, as
amended, and Rule 504 of Regulation D adopted thereundexr by the United
States Securities and Exchange Commigsion. Counsel for the Plaintiffs
are obviously unfamiliar and not current with the federal securities
laws and the rules and regulations thereunder, because the filing of
Form D under Rule 504 is now deemed optional.

10. Referring to paragraph 66 ©f the Amended Complaint, I alsc
vigorously deny that I “supplied false guidance to the Plaintiffs in
the zale of the securities of EIN and KOKOWEEF by representing that
such spales were exempt from registration under both the federal and
Nevada securities laws when in fact the sale of these securities were
[sic] illegal and not exempt from registration under either federal or
Nevada securities laws,” because any guidance that I gave to anyorne

regarding the offer and sale of Kokoweef’s securities involved strict

compliance with the applicable exemptions expressly set forth in

paragraphs 7, 8 and 9 hereinabove.
paragraphs 7, 8 and 9 hereinabove.

11. Referring to paragraph 67 of the Amended Complaint, which
alleges that “[t]he misrepresentations made to Plaintiffs included the
falge and fraudulent statements described ahove in this First Amended
Complaint and incorporated herein by reference,” an examination of the
Amended Complaint shows that there are no other such “false and
fraudulent statements” therein attributed to me!

12. In paragraph 68 of the Amended Complaint, the Plaintiffs
alleged that I “made these representations negligently, and without any
reasonable basis for believing them to be true.” Again, I vehemently
deny that I made any such migsrepregentations. Moreover, alter 40 years
of practicing securities law, I have never heard of *“negligent
misrepresentation” or “negligent securities fraud.” My understanding of
negligence ig that there has to be a duty of care of some type that had
to have been breached, but I do not believe that, as Kokoweef’'s
counsel, I ever had such a duty to Kokoweef’s stockholders.
Nevertheless, the fact is that there just was no negligence on my part
whatsoever, that anything that I did for Kokoweef ag its counsel was
deliberate, not negligent, and that the Plaintiffs have not shown, and
cannot show, any negligence of any kind on my part.

13. Since the “misrepresentations and concealments” referred to in
paragraph 69 of the Amended Complaint did not exist, the allegaticns in
that paragraph also fail.

14. In paragraph 70, the Plaintiffs geek to reccver unspecified
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damages from me for my “misstatements and misrepresentations of

material facts,” which as stated above were nonexistent, for the stock
material facts,” which as stated above wasre nonexistent, for the stock

that they acquired from Kokoweef. First of all this negates the Amended
Complaint as a so-called “Werified Derivative First Amended Complaint,”
since only the Plaintiffs and none ©f the other stockholders of
Kokoweaef would benefit by the relief sought. In any event, the
Plaintiffs cannot prove any such damages whatsocever.

15. Finally, in paragraph 71 of the Amended Complaint, which is
the last paragraph of the so-called “Fourth Cause of Action,” the

Plaintiffs seek “recisicn of the purchase of their securities,” which

is their sole remedy under Nevada statutory law. (They also seek other
irrelevant relief, for none of which am I personally liable.} NRS
80.680 references an “[o]ffer of rescission” (emphasis supplied);
however, I was not the issuer of the securities, as was previously
determined by this Court. Since I was merely the attorney for the
lgsuer, there is no way that I could effectuate a rescission; only the

issuer could do that under the statute. Morever, at the hearing on the

Motion to Dismiss on January 12, 2009 {as a conseguence of which all of
the causes of acticon against me were dismissed except for the “Fourth
Cause cf Action”}, counsel for the Plaintiffs announced to other
counsel and the Court that the Plaintiffs wanted to keep their stock;
they just wanted the original offer and sale to be rescinded and then
the stock to be “lawfully” reigsued! Counsel stated that the Plaintiffs

didn’t want their money back, even though that is what the Amended

Complaint expressly seeks as relief (including in the “Fourth Cause of
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Action”). Clearly, therefore, I perscnally am neot liabkle to the

Plaintiffs under the “Fourth Cause of Action” of their Amended
Plaintitts under the ‘“Fourth Cause o©of ACL1ORn” o©OI thelr Amended

Complaint.

b. What then underlies the Plaintiffs’ pergonal attack on me?

16. Sometime ago it became pretty obvious to my client and me, and
it should alsc be obvious to the Court, that the purpose of the
Plaintiffs’ naming me perscnally as a Defendant in this case was that
they wanted to get rid of me as Kokoweef’s attorney herein, becausgse the
Plaintiffs lost my security motion and were required to post $75,000 as
gecurity for the Defendants’ attorneys’ fees and coste incurred herein,
and the Plaintiffs lost nearly all their motions! The acgtions by the
Plaintiffs and their attorneys to get rid of mé have been &lear and
blatant:

a. Firgt of all, in the earlier stages of this case, when
Neil J. Beller was still acting as attorney for the Plaintiffs, he
filed a motion to disgqualify me as attorney for Kokoweef, but that
motion was denied by the Court.

. Next, lead Plaintiff Ted R. Burke filed a grievance
against me with the State Bar of Nevada, which, after a time-
consuming exchange of documentation filed with Bar Counsel,
declined to proceed with the matter and closed its file.

¢. Now, the Plaintiffs and their new counsel seek tc get rid
of me by wrongfully naming me as a Defendant in my individual
capacity in this case, wrongfully accusing me of committing

actionable securities fraud. The only securities fraud which
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remaing against me is the one covered by my Motion for Partial

Summary Judgment, to which this Affidavit is attached.
Summary Judgment, to which this ArIridavit 18 attached.

17. Because there are no material facts in dispute with respect to
the “Fourth Cause of Action’ of the Amended Complaint and I am entitled
to a judgment of dismissal in my favor as a matter of law, my Motion

for Summary Judgment should be granted by the Court.

general, | have examinad the shareholder records of Kokoweef, Inc.
(“Kokoweef”) and its predecessor, Explorations Incorporated of Nevada (“EIN)
and the other materials as set forth below:

1. Shareholider, banking and business records of EIN (produced by

Defendant);

2. Shareholder, banking and business records of Kokoweet

{produced by Defendant) and ;

3. Banking and business records of Hahn's World of Surplus

(produced by Defendant and additionally produced by Plaintiff

pursuant to a document review conducted by Sage Forensic);

4. List of purchasers of stock in both entities from May 29, 1973 to
present,

5. Nevada Uniform Securities Act (NRS 90.211 et. seq.)(the
“Act”) Including NRS 90.460 et. seq., which requires the
registration of securities distributed in this State, NRS 90.520
which deals wilh exempt securities and NRKS 90.530 which deals
with exempt transactions;

6. Rules and regulations promulgated under the Act (NAC 90.01 el.
seq.) (the “Rules”) including NAC 20.395 et. seq. which deals
with the registraticn of securities and NAC 90.495 ef. seq. which
deals with exempt securities and exempt transactions; and

7. Various pleadings and documents relative to the matier including

specifically the Verified Derivative First Amended Complaint,



dated September 22, 2008, the Agreement and Plan of
Reorganization dated November 10, 2005 (the “Plan™) between
EIN and Kokoweef, the Motion for Partial Summary Judgment
dated May 29, 2009, the Articles of Incorporation and By-laws of
EIN the Stock Certificate Log of Kokoweef and other pertinent
corporate documents and records.

8. Puchase sales agreament

.

EIN was incorporaied in the State of Nevada on or about October
24, 1984, From its incepticn, among other things, it has been involved in the sale
of stock to members of the public in various states, including Nevada. Kokoweef
was incorporated in the Staie of Nevada on or about May 25, 2004. From its
inception, among other things, it has likewise been involved in tha sale of stock to
members of the public in various states, including Nevada. According to the
terms of a purchase agreements presented to investors, the sales were being
conducted pursuant to NRS 80.530(11).

In November, 2005, EIN and Kokoweef entered into an Agreement
and Plan of Reorganization pursuant to which all of the assets of EIN were
transferred to Kokoweef and exchanged on a share for share basis. On or about
November 21, 20056, an exemption from registration pursuant 1o NRS
90.530(17)b) was filed regarding this Agreement and Plan of Reorganization.

The scope of my retention encompassed a review of the



shareholder records of EIN and Kokoweef regarding the distribution of securities
over many years together with a review of the aforementioned statutes and
regulations and to make a determination if such a distribution was conducted in
accordance with the Act. Upon inquiry the Secretary of State's Office, Securities
Division ("Division”) indicated that no registration of securities was effected on
behalf of EIN or Kokoweef, and no exemptions were filed other than the Nevada
Form N-9 filed on or about November 21, 2005 pursuant to NRS 90.530(17)(b).

| next reviewed the Act to determine if there was an exempticn from
registration which would permit such a distribution. The exemption provided by
NRS 80.530(11) was the only one which presented itself as a possible exemption
for EIN or Kokoweef. EIN and Kokoweef stated, in documents connected with
the Agreement and Plan of Reorganization as described below, that reliance had
been placed on the limited offering exemption provided by NRS 90.530(11). Said
exemption provides a self-exacuting exemption from registration for a distribution
to nc more that iwenty-five (25) purchasers in this state during any twelve (12)
consecutive months if there is no general solicitation or general advertising, no
commission or ofher compensation is paid except to a broker-dealer licensed or
not required to be licensed under the Act and either the seller reasonably
believes all of the purchasers are purchasing for investment or the issuer has
less than fifty security holders and the offering does not exceed $500,000 during
any twelve consecutive months.

However, this exemption can be invalidated by proving that EIN or

Kokoweef violated any one of the requirements of the exemption, such as selling



to more than iwenty-five (25) purchasers in a twelve month period. Therefore, in
order to determine compliance with the Act, | examined the shareholder records
of EIN and Kokoweef as set forth in Ex. 3, the Shareholder Transaction Record.
Specifically, attention was placed on the dates of purchase of Nevada residents.
When | found a Nevada purchaser, | would then calculate the number of Nevada
purchasers in the ensuing twelve months to determine if the number of sales to
Nevada residents exceeded the tweniy-five permitted by NRS 80.530(11).

Once the maximum number of sales permitiad by NRS 90.530(11),
twenty-five in a twelve-month period, has been exceeded, the Division considers
all sales in that period o be in violation. For instance, on May 9, 2006, Nevada
residents Staniey and Virginia K. purchased stock. In the ensuing twelve
months, until May 8, 2007, a total of forty (40) other Nevada residents purchased
stock. Hence, there were forty (40) separate violations of the Act due to the sale
of these shares. Once the maximum number of sales permitted by NRS
90.530(11), twenty-five in a twelve-month period, has been exceeded, the
Division considers all sales in that periad to be in violation of the registration
requirements. As another example, an examination of the attachad Exhibit 3,
Shareholder Transaction Record, shows that ali thirty (30) sales to Nevada
residenis from the sale on June 25, 2005 (o Nevada resident WJK through and
including the sale on June 13, 2006 to Nevada rasidents Kenneth E. and Debra
A. V. would be viotations of the Act.

In summary, of the three iwelve month periods, which commenced

in 2005 and in which shares were sold to Nevada residents, two of those periods



contained violations of the act, totaling sixty-nine (69) separate violations. In
summary, of the forty-six twelve month periods, which commenced in 2006 and
in which shares were sold to Nevada residents, twenty-three (23) of those
periods contained violations of the act, totaling eight-hundred, fifty (850) separate
violations.

NRS 90.660 pravides, in part, that a person who offers or sells a
security in violation of the Act is liable to the purchaser for the consideration paid
plus interest and attormey’s fees less and income received on the security. NRBS
90.680 provides that relief under NRS 90.660 may not be obtained if the
purchaser receives a rescission offer stating that a violation has occurred and
offering to repurchase the security. The examination of the foregoing records
and documents which | conducted shows that on many occasions during the
distribution the limitation on the number of investors allowed during & twelve
month period was exceeded. [n addition, once the issuer exceeded fifty
shargholders, that portion of the exemption was no longer available. Based upon
my review and analysis of the foregoing material, it is my opinion that there were
indeed numerous viclations of the Act committed in the course of the distribution

of securities by EIN and Kokoweef.

1.
My retention also included instructions to review the Agreement
and Plan of Reorganization dated November 10, 2005 between EIN and

Kokoweef, to determine i it was conducted in accordance with the Act and to



express an opinion as to whether such a transaction could, in any way, correct or
ameliorate any prior or subsequent violations of the Act committed in the
distribution of the securities in question. In connection with my review of the
aforementioned records and documents, | reviewed a filing in connection with the
reorganization of EIN into Kokoweef, which was made with the Office of the
Secretary of State, Securities Division (the “Division”} on or about November 23,
2005.

The purpose of this filing was stated to claim the exemption
provided by NRS 80.630(17)(b). The Division conducts a perfunctory review of
such filings to determine that the filing is timely, the fee is enclosed and that
recipients of the offer receive some disclosure. Within those parametars this
filing was petfected. This exemption would allow only the distribution of the
securities of Kokoweef to the shareholders of EIN pursuant to the Agreement and
Plan of Reorganization. This filing would not have any impact on the ongoing
sales of securities of EIN and Kokoweef and would not, in any way, cleanse any
past, or future, violations of the Act in connection with the distribution. The
ramification of these violations is that Kokoweef would be liable, pursuant to NRS
80.660, to eligible shareholders for the purchase price plus interest and

attorney's fees less and income received on the security,

EDWIN J. APENBRINK, being first duly sworn, deposes and states that [ am a licensed
attorney in the states of Missouri, Hlinois, New York, Georgia and Ohio who has been practicing
in the area of state securities law for more than three decades, that I was retained by Plaintiffs to
render opinions related to the Defendants’ compliance with Nevada securities law and to render
opinions regarding the representations made to Plaintiffs by Defendants Patrick C. Clary and
Larry H. Hahn in regard to the effect of their attempts to comply with Nevada securities law. I
have personal knowledge of the facts stated herein, except for those stated and made upon
information and belief, wherein so indicated.

I. I make this Declaration on behalf of Plaintiffs and in support of their
Supplemental Opposition to Defendant Patrick C. Clary’s Motion for Summary Judgment and
Plaintiffs’ Counter-Motion for Summary Judgment.

2. [ am a licensed attorney with thirty-five years experience in state securities law,
including knowledge of the permissible exemptions and the registratioﬁ requirements for the
State of Nevada, and the intent of exemptions provided by the Nevada Securities Division.

3. My experience includes work from 1992 - 2008 at the State of Nevada Securities
Division as the Director of Securities Registration and Licensing. In my capacity as the Director
of Securities Registration & Licensing, 1 reviewed and approved, or denied, applications for the
registration, and the exemption from registration, of securities. In my capacity as Director of
Securities Registration & Licensing, I also participated in drafting amendments to Nevada
statutes, rules and regulations related to the registration, and exemption from registration, of
securities. More specifically, and in relation to this case, I reviewed exemption filings, such as

the one attached to Defendant Patrick C. Clary’s Affidavit in Support of his Motion for Partial

Summary Judgment. The acceptance of an exemption filing by the Nevada Securities Division
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does not mean that the asserted exemption is applicable to those securities, and does not
represent a ratification of that asserted exemption by the Nevada Securities Division. The review
and acceptance of exemption documents, however, requires the filing counsel or board members
to have conducted sufficient due diligence to advise their clients on the availability of
exemptions from registration and whether their stocks can be exempt.

4, Prior to my role with the State of Nevada, Securities Divsion, I was employed
with various law firms between 1979 and 1992 where I was tasked with coordinating with
regulators and government officials in all fifty-three jurisdictions in order to gain registration of
securities, or determine exemptions from the registration of securities, on behalf of national and
regional underwriters. I performed the kind of evaluation that should have been completed prior
to Defendants” Clary or Hahn in filing the registration and exemption with the Nevada Securities
Division or relying upon a self-executing exemption.

3. I have been retained by Plaintiffs' attorney, the firm of Robertson &
Associates,LP, to act as an expert in the field of state securities regulation in the matter now in
litigation, Burke v. Hahn, Clark County Case No. A 558629. In that capacity, I have examined
the sharcholder records of Kokoweef, Inc. ("Kokoweef™) and its predecessor, Explorations
Incorporated of Nevada ("EIN") and the other materials as set forth below in order to determine a
proper count of shareholders and sales of shares of Kokoweef and EIN:

A, Shareholder records of EIN;

B. Shareholder records of Kokoweef:

C. List of purchasers of stock in both entities from May 29, 1973 to
present;

D. Nevada Uniform Securities Act (NRS 90.211 et. seq.)(the "Act") including NRS
90.460 et. seq., which requires the registration of securities distributed in this State, NRS 90.520
which deals with exempt securities and NRS 90.530 which deals with exempt transactions;

E. Rules and regulations promulgated under the Act (NAC 90.01 et. seq.) (the "Rules™)
including NAC 90.395 et. seq. which deals with the registration of securities and NAC 90.495 et.

seq. which deals with exempt sccurities and exempt transactions;
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F. Bank and business records of Kokoweef, EIN and Hahn’s World of Surplus; and

G. Various pleadings and documents relative to the matter including specifically the
Motions for Summary Judgment filed by Defendants, the Verified Derivative First Amended
Complaint, dated September 22, 2008, the Agreement and Plan of Reorganization dated
November 10, 2005 (the "Plan") between EIN and Kokoweef, the Motion for Partial Summary
Judgment dated May 29, 2009, the Articles of Incorporation and By-laws of EIN the Stock
Certificate Log of Kokoweef and other pertinent corporate documents and records.

6. In part, I was asked to analyze whether state securities violations had occurred in the
registration, or attempted exemption from registration, of EIN and its successor corporation,
Kokoweef. It is my opinion, and I will so testify, that state securities violations did occur to the
detriment of shareholders of EIN and Kokoweef. Specifically, EIN sold unregistered securities,
which were not exempt from registration under cither NRS § 90.520 or NRS §90.530.
Additionally, these violations by EIN were continued in Kokoweef, both in the transfer of
existing EIN shares and in the sale of new Kokoweef shares.

7. My review and analysis of the Nevada security violations committed by EIN and
Kokoweef follows. [ believe that Mr. Clary knew or should have known about these violations
and that he failed in his obligations as corporate counsel to properly advise Kokoweef and its
shareholders regarding the legality of their shares.

8. EIN was incorporated in the State of Nevada on or about October 24, 1984. From its
inception, among other things, it has been involved in the sale of stock to members of the public
in various states, including Nevada. The scope of my retention encompassed a review of the
shareholder records of EIN and Kokoweef, as well as the bank and business records of EIN,
Kokoweef and Hahn's World of Surplus to identify any unlisted shareholders, to analyze the
distribution of securities over many years, together with a review of the aforementioned statutes
and regulations and to make a determination if such a distribution was conducted in accordance
with the Act.

9. I was also asked to examine the accuracy of statements which I understand were
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made to Plaintiffs and which were affirmed in the writings I reviewed. I reviewed October 12,
2006 correspondence from Patrick Clary to all the shareholders of EIN. In that letter, Mr. Clary
represented to the shareholders that their EIN shares were legal and could be exchanged for legal
shares of Kokoweef. Mr. Clary made this representation, as I understand it, as counsel for EIN
and then subsequently Kokoweef, and on behalf of the Board, including Defendant Larry H.
Hahn.

10.  Mr. Clary’s Motion for Summary Judgment asserts that he “did not concoct a
scheme to conceal from the stockholders the sale of unregistered and non-exempt securities in
violation of NRS 90.460, and the offer and sale of securities by Kokoweef fully complied with
applicable exemptions from registration under federal and state securities law.” Mot. 3:21-25. In
fact, while the exchange of EIN shares for Kokoweef shares may have fallen within the
exemption contemplated in NRS 90.530(17)(b), any EIN shares which were not legally issued
were not exempt, despite the merger and the continued sale of Kokoweef shares did not comply
with applicable exemptions under Nevada State Securities law, as set out more fully in this
affidavit and in my report dated January 19, 2011.

11. Further, Mr. Clary asserts in his Motion that he “did not supply false guidance to
the Plaintiffs in the sale of the securities of Explorations Incorporate {sic] of Nevada or so-called
Nominal Defendant Kokoweef Inc. (“Kokoweef")”, and any guidance that Mr. Clary gave to
anyone regarding the offer and sale of Kokoweef’s securities “involved strict compliance with
the applicable statutory exemptions from registration.” Mot. 3:27-28 - 4:1-5. However, Mr.
Clary’s Affidavit in support of his Motion for Summary Judgment admits that he suggested the
formation of the new company, Kokoweef, to provide a “clean start”, including the exchange of
EIN shares for Kokoweef shares. Mot. Clary Aff. q 5. In fact, this plan suggested by Mr. Clary
did not and could not clean prior violations of the securities issued by Kokoweef. Such a plan to
cure securities violations solely through reorganization, and representations that a reorganization
could cure such illegalities, would have misrepresented the state of exemptions under Nevada
law.

12, In order to determine the availability of any exemptions for the existing EIN
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shares and the shares of the new company, Kokoweef, | reviewed November 21, 2005
correspondence from Mr. Clary to myself in my capacity as Chief of Registration and Licensing
for the Securities Division of the Nevada Secretary of State. In that correspondence, Mr. Clary
alleged to provide notice under Subsection 17(b) of Section 90.530 of the Nevada Revised
Statutes that the shares of Kokoweef, Inc. were eligible for exemption under NRS 90.530(17)(b).

13.  Inext reviewed the Nevada Securities Act to determine if there was an exemption
from registration which would permit the continued distribution of the securities. The exemption
provided by NRS 90.530(11) was the only one which presented itself as a possible exemption.
EIN and Kokoweef stated, in documents connected with the Agreement and Plan of
Reorganiation as described below, that reliance had been placed on the limited offering
exemption provided by NRS 90.530(11). Said exemption provides an exemption from
registration for a distribution to no more than twenty-five (25) purchasers in this state during any
twelve consecutive months, if there is no general solicitation or general advertising, no
commission or other compensation is paid except tc a broker-dealer licensed or not required (o
be licensed under the Act and either the seller reasonably believes all of the purchasers are
purchasing for investment or the issuer has less than fifty (50) security holders and the offering
does not exceed $500,000 during any twelve consecutive months.

14.  Asnoted above, while exempt shares, in general, may remain eligible for an
exemption under a merger, those underlying shares still had to qualify for an exemption before
the merger. Therefore, in order to determine compliance with NRS 90.530(17)b), I examined
the shareholder records of EIN and Kokoweef, as well as the bank and business records of
Kokoweef, EIN and HWS to confirm the identities of those purchasing shares. After my review
of the shareholder and banking records, it is evident that the exemption under NRS 90.530(17)b)
was not available because if EIN stock had been illegally sold, which it had been, the fact that a
new corporation was formed and EIN stocks exchanged for Kokoweef stocks did not render
those new Kokoweef stocks eligible for exemption. Mr, Clary’s statement to that extent o1 his
filing with the Nevada State Securities Division misrepresents the state of the EIN shares

exemptions, because my analysis revealed that EIN shares had been illegally sold. Further, if
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EIN stock had been illegally sold, the fact that it was later exchanged for Kokoweef stock did not
cure the defects in the issuance of the EIN shares. Mr. Clary’s statements in October 12, 2006
correspondence to shareholders that represented EIN stock to be legal and that the Kokoweef
stock received in exchange for that EIN stock would also be legal would misrepresents the state
of these share exemptions.

15.  Additionally, Kokoweef continued to sell new shares illegaily after both the
Agreement and Plan of Reorganization and the filing of the November 21, 2005 Nevada Form
~9. The sale of these unregistered and non-exempt securities did not comply with applicable
exemptions under the state securities laws,

16. In order to determine the applicability of any exemption under NRS 90.530, my
review specifically focused on the dates of purchase of Nevada residents, When I found a
Nevada purchaser, I would then calculate the number of Nevada purchasers in the ensuing twelve
months to determine if the number of sales to Nevada residents exceeded the twenty-five
permitted by NRS 90.530(11). For instance, on May 9, 2006', Nevada residents Stanley and
Virginia K. purchased stock. In the ensuing twelve months, until May 8, 2007, a total of forty
(40) other Nevada residents purchased stock. Hence, there were forty (40) separate violations of
the Act due to the sale of these shares. Once the maximum number of sales permitted by NRS
90.530(11), twenty-five in a twelve-month period, has been exceeded, the Division considers all
sales in that period to be in violation of the registration requirements. As another example, an
examination of the attached Exhibit I, Shareholder Transaction Record, shows that all thirty (30)
sales to Nevada residents from the sale on June 25, 2005 to Nevada resident WJK through and
including the sale on June 13, 2006 to Nevada residents Kenneth E. and Debra A. V. would be
violations of the Act. In summary, of the three twelve month periods, which commenced in 2005

and in which shares were sold to Nevada residents, two of those periods contained violations of

1 A spreadsheet of all stock purchases by Nevada residents can be presented to this Court upon request.

However, I understand that I am subject to a confidentiality order in regard to the disclosure of sharcholder names
and addresses, and therefore, have not produced the complete record. Therefore, I have selected exemplar periods of
violations, with as little identifying information as possible to make a record of those violations, and am prepared to
provide a list and testimony regarding the numerous violations both before and after the merger.
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the act, totaling sixty-nine (69) separate violations. In summary, of the forty-six twelve month
periods, which commenced in 2006 and in which shares were sold to Nevada residents, twenty-
three (23) of those periods contained violations of the act, totaling eight-hundred, fifty (850)
separate vioiations.

7. Based upon my review of the shares records and the banking and business records

~of EIN, Kokoweef and HWS, and Mr. Clary’s admission in his Affidavit in Support of his

Motion for Partial Summary Judgment that EIN was not following proper procedure in the sale
of its stock, I believe Mr. Clary knew or should have known that the sales of shares in EIN,
including those sales between March 2003 and October 2006 were issued in violation of
Nevada’s securities laws. Mr. Clary admitted in his Affidavit to his Motion for Summary
Judgment that he recommended a reorganization and re-issuance of new shares for a “clean
start”. If Mr. Clary devised this plan to cure the illegally sold shares, this plan would not correct
the deficiencies. Further, if Mr. Clary represented to the Boards of EIN and Kokoweef that
illegally issued shares could ever be or were cured by such a scheme, that would be incorrect and
a misrepresentation on the part of Mr. Clary.

18.  NRS 90.660 provides, in part, that a person who offers or sells a security in
violation of the Act is liable to the purchaser for the consideration paid plus interest and
attorney's fees less and income received on the security. NRS 90.680 provides that relief under
NRS 90.660 may not be obtained if the purchaser receives a rescission offer stating that a
violation has occurred and offering to repurchase the security. The examination of the foregoing
records and documents which I conducted shows that on many occasions during the distribution
the limitation on the number of investors allowed during a twelve month period was exceeded.
However, my review and analysis of these documents indicates that Mr. Clary either did not
disclose these violations to Board and shareholders or did not conduct sufficient due diligence to
determine the extent of underlying violations. In addition, once the issuer exceeded fifty
shareholders, that portion of the exemption was no longer available. Based upon my review and
analysis of the foregoing material, it is my opinion that there were indeed numerous violations of

the Act committed in the course of the distribution of securities by EIN and Kokoweef, and
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therefore, the impacted shareholders could bring a claim for violation of NRS 90.660, the sale of
unregistered securities, against Defendants EIN and KOKOWEEF.

19. My retention also included instructions to review the Agreement and Plan of
Reorganization dated November 10, 2005 between EIN and Kokoweef, to determine if it was
conducted in accordance with the Act and to express an opinion as to whether such a transaction
could, in any way, correct or ameliorate any prior or subsequent violations of the Act committed
in the distribution of the securities in question. In connection with this analysis, I reviewed a
filing in connection with the reorganization of EIN into Kokoweef, which was made with the
Office of the Secretary of State, Securities Division (the "Division™) on or about November 23,
20035 (the “Filing”). The purpose of this filing was stated to claim the exemption provided by
NRS 90.530(17)(b). The Division conducts a perfunctory review of such filings to determine
that the filing is timely, the fee is enclosed and that recipients of the offer receive some
disclosure. Within those parameters this filing was perfected. However, confirming the
underlying securities were exempt is the responsibility of the filer and not the Division, and
administrative approval of the Claim of Exemption is not tantamount to a ratification of the
claim for exemption in the filing. This exemption requested in the Filing would allow only the
distribution of the securities of Kokoweef to the shareholders of EIN pursuant to the Agreement
and Plan of Reorganization. It is my opinion, however, that it would not have any impact on the
ongoing sales of securities of EIN and Kokoweef and would not, in any way, cleanse any past, or
future, violations of the Act in connection with the distribution. Accordingly, Kokoweef, and
Defendant Hahn would be liable, pursuant to NRS 90.660, to eligible shareholders for the
purchase price plus interest and attorney's fees less and income received on the security.

20.  Additionally, Defendant Clary asserts in his Affidavit in support of his Motion for
Summary Judgment that he explained the proper procedures that were required to comply with
both the federal and state securities laws, and that he established procedures for the offer and sale
of other authorized but unissued stock of Kokoweef to new investors, which would be in
compliance with the requirements of both federal and state securities laws. Clary Aff.,  5-6.

Mr. Clary also asserts that any guidance he gave to anyone regarding the offer and sale of
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Kokoweef’s securities involved strict compliance with applicable exemptions. Clary Aff. q 10.
However, Kokoweef shares continued to be sold in violation of the exemptions Mr. Clary claims
existed, and no records exist in the corporate records of Kokoweef or EIN demonstrating that Mr.
Clary did indeed establish such procedures or provided guidance on strict compliance with
applicable exemptions to avoid future violations.

Sage Forensic Accounting (“Sage”) has been retained by Robertson & Associates, LLP (“Client”) to analyze
and perform investigative accounting procedures on the financial records of Explorations Incorporated of
Nevada (“EIN”) and Kokoweef, Inc. (“Kokoweef”). Specifically, I have been asked to review records of EIN
and Kokoweef in search of fraud and/or misappropriation of the companies’ assets by Defendants Larry Hahn or
Hahn’s World of Surplus. The following report outlines my analysis and my findings.

A list of documents, data, and information that I have considered during the preparation of this report and
documents, data, and information that I am continuing to review is presented in Exhibit 2.

QUALIFICATIONS OF THE WITNESS AND BASIS OF COMPENSATION

1, Talon C. Stringham, have been engaged as an expert witness in this matter. Attached to this report as Exhibit
I, are my Curriculum Vitae and a summary of my testifying experience.

My firm is being compensated for my services on an hourly basis at my standard billing rate of $200 per hour.

BACKGROUND

Explorations Incorporated of Nevada (hereafter “EIN") was incorporated on October 24, 1984 for the purpose of
exploration and continuing the search for the underground caverns and Kokoweef River of Gold based upon a
Native American legend.

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On November 10, 2005, EIN and Kokoweef entered into an agreement and plan of reorganization, in which E[N
agreed to sell all assets and habilities, excluding liabilities of EIN stockholders to Kokoweef, in exchange for
Kokoweef's common stock.

On August 51, 2006 the closing agreement, assignment and receipt was made between EIN and Kokoweef, On
October 12, 2006 corporate counsel for both EIN and Kokoweef sent a letter advising stockholders of EIN to
send their stock certificate to Kokoweef and it would be exchanged for a new Kokoweef stock certificate.

Larry L. Hahn was president and treasurer of either EIN and/or Kokoweef for twenty five years.

On March 7, 2008 Ted R. Burke, Michael R. and Lauretta L. Kechoe, John Bertoldo, Paul Barnard, Eddy
Kravetz, Jackie and Fred Kravetz, Steven Franks, Paula Maria Barnard, Peter T. and Lisa A. Freeman, Leon
Golden, C.A. Murff, Gerda A. Fern Billbe, Bob and Robyn Treska, Michael Randolph, and Frederick Willis
filed a derivative complaint against Larry L. Hahn, individually, and as President and Treasurer of Kokoweef,
Inc., and former President and Treasurer of Explorations Incorporated of Nevada, and Hahn’s World of Surplus,
Inc., a Nevada corporation.

SAGE ANALYSIS

I have been asked to review the books and records of both EIN and Kokoweef, as well as the records of Hahn’s
World of Surplus, to determine if any fraudulent activity has occurred. Over the course of my investigation I
have received documents from the Defendants in a piecemeal fashion. Accordingly, I have previously prepared
a number of affidavits and/or declarations related to my findings and the additional documents needed to
complete my assignment.

In May 2008, in preparation for an evidentiary hearing, I prepared an affidavit outlining my findings at that
time. The documents used in my analysis were received from the Defendants. A summary of my findings at
that time, are as follows:

There are virtually no internal controls at either Kokoweef or EIN.

There ar¢ expenditures that lack supporting documents at both companies.

There are self-dealing transactions at both companies, and with Larry Hahn.

Larry Hahn has control or a controlling influence over the day to day operation of
Hahn’s World of Surplus, Inc., Kokoweef and EIN, comprised of responsibilities for
all three entities’ control over cash disbursements, responsibilities for all three
entities” approval of payments, and responsibilities for all three entities’ signing and
issuing checks.

5. Because of the unique relationship Mr. Hahn had with all three entities, and the lack
of supporting documentation and internal controls, it was necessary to request
additional documentation to complete the assignment.’

B P

The above mentioned lack of control and the possibility it raises for self-dealing transactions
significantly raise the possibility that fraud could exist and are red flags indicators of fraud.

' May 15, 2008 Affidavit of Talon Stringham
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In May 2008 Reta L. Van Da Walker, who I understand was the bookkeeper of EIN/Kokoweef, prepared an
affidavit in which she stated;

In 2002, at the request of BURKE, I was retained by EIN to examine stockholder records. At that time, [
verified stockholder ledgers against the receipts and made an accurate listing of all stock issued.

I had no contact with anyone in EIN from the time of completion of the stockholder ledgers until 2007

In or about August 2007, T was contacted by Mr, Hahn (“HAHN™) and asked if I would be available to do
an examination of the records of KOKOWEEF and EIN. I was informed, and knew, that all of the
companies’ records were hand written. I was informed that a decision was made to put all records into
(QuickBooks,

Upon review of the records, I noticed that not all entrics were made pursnant to generally accepted
accounting principles. In my experience, it is not unusual for small businesses to make errors in the
entries of their books. However, 1 did not find anything that suggested to me that improper conduct had
taken place.

I reviewed various records of EIN and Kokoweef, including, but not limited to, canceled checks, deposit
slips and receipts. From this review I made entries into QuickBooks.

Based upon my review of the books and records of EIN and KOKOWEEF, it is my opinion that, although
they have been run as a small business, their records are exceptionally clean and complete. Although the
records were available, they were not kept in a manner that I would have liked to have seen.?

In addition to the atfidavit of Reta L. Van Da Walker, 1 received is a copy of the QuickBooks data for EIN and
Kokoweef, and supporting binders of bank statements, and mine receipt files for 2003 -2007. Using the data
provided, I prepared a second affidavit in July 2008. These documents were received from the Defendants, A
summary of my findings at that time, are as follows:

1. Isampled a period of mine receipt documentation to test Ms. Van Da Walker’s claim that
the records she prepared for EIN/Kokoweef are accurate and found Ms. Van Da Walker did
not account for all the QuickBooks transactions with supporting receipts and did not record
all the receipt/bank statement transactions in QuickBooks for the period tested.

2. The sampling of the data contradicted Ms. Van Da Walker’s opinions regarding the
completeness and accuracy of the records.

3. T'found discrepancies when comparing transactions recorded in the Company’s QuickBooks
for its US Bank Checking account with corresponding supporting documents the US Bank
canceled checks. The discrepancy was that the payees’ names in QuickBooks did not match
the actual name on the canceled checks.

4. EIN had not provided supporting documentation for the stockholders In an attempt to verify
the validity/legitimacy of the payments out of EIN/Kokoweef, T once again outlined further
supporting documentation required from the entities involved in this closely-held/closely
controlled relationship between Mr. Hahn and HWS, EIN and Kokoweef in order to trace the
cash disbursement cycle.’

After the issuance of this affidavit, I received (and subsequently analyzed) additional mining receipts, many of
which were duplicates of items previously produced. These documents were received from the Defendants.
Once again [ discovered the supporting transaction data was incomplete and the fraud indicators remained. 1

prepared a third affidavit in December 2008, in which 1 once again outlined numerous indications of fraud
which could not be resolved without additional supporting documentation.

In May 2009, | prepared my fourth affidavit presenting the evidence of commingling between EIN/Kokoweef
and Hahn and his company Hahn’s World Supply (“HWS”). A summary of my findings at that time, are as
follows:

1. I found receipts for items purchased by or invoiced to HWS but payments were made by
EIN/Kokoweef. |

2. 1found payments to Hahn and HWS without supporting documentation for the transaction.

I found a number of checks with payees, none of whom were HWS, wherein the checks

were deposited into HWS’s account.

4. In an attempt to verify the legitimacy and veracity of the payments out of EIN/Kokoweef, I
once again outlined the required supporting documentation from the entities involved in this
unique relationship between Mr. Hahn and HWS, EIN and Kokoweef in order to trace the
transactions.”

ad

Once again, the above mentioned lack of control and the possibility it raises for self-dealing transactions
significantly raise the possibility that fraud could exist and arc red flags indicators of fraud.

In May 2009, 1 also prepared a declaration in which I identified EIN/Kokoweef transactions which appeared
personal or for which I was unable to ascertain any legitimate business reason related to EIN/Kokoweef, 1 was
again provided with supplemental documentation from the Defendants. These documents were received from
the Defendants. Again, most of the documents were duplicative of documents previously provided. Ewven
though I have continued to receive bits of supporting documentation, to date I have been unable to verify that
the payments made by EIN/Kokoweef were for the benefit of EIN/Kokoweef and not HWS or Mr. Hahn
personally.

As previously mentioned, Mr. Hahn has a controlling influence in each of the entities, including the
responsibility of cash disbursement for all three entities which consists of approving payments and signing and
issuing checks. I understand that Mr. Hahn has total control over the cash disbursement process of
EIN/Kokoweef,

In August 2010, T prepared a declaration in which I stated the need for access to the books and records of HWS:

1. In order to conduct a thorough investigation into the books and records I still need access to
and/or copies of the docuiments, things, and information as previously outlined in my prior
affidavits and declarations. More specifically as stated above I have only been able to trace
the cash disbursement through half of the cycle for the majority of the transactions. I can
verify that a check was written out of EIN/Kokoweef but I do not have the documents to
support EIN/Kokoweef received the goods and services. In addition, the support which has
been provided increases, rather than diminishes, concerns about Mr. Hahn manipulating
EIN/Kokoweef, and fails to eliminate the overarching problems of the undocumented
fransactions.

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2. The key underlying factor is that because Mr. Hahn has total control of the cash
disbursements, concerns about undocumented transactions are increased when one
considers there are no known internal controls which would prevent Mr. Hahn from
manipulating the system for his own benefit. Due to the large amount of unsupported
transactions and the red flags mentioned above, it is my opinion that additional
documentation is necessary. This includes the supporting documentation maintained by the
HWS and Mr. Hahn’s personal banking records in order to determine if the $1,249,765.23
was usecl5 by Mr. Hahn for his own personal benefit and/or as the payment of a HWS
expense.

On October 27, 2010, T was allowed access to the books and records of HWS. I determined which records I
needed and these records were copied and have been provided to me. In addition 1 also received subpoenaed
bank statements.

Based on conversations with counsel, | understand that no more information will be forthcoming, unless |
determine a need to seek additional documents based upon my review of the HWS bank and business records,
and the court allows additional documentation to be sought and provided. Accordingly, this report sets forth the
following;:

My analysis of the books and records of HWS.

My analysis of the consolidation of vendors used by EIN, Kokoweef and HWS.
My analysis of those transactions that remain unsupported.

My analysis of funds related to shareholder investments.

My analysis of mismatched receivables and payables between the related parties.

AL SRR I S B

Af the end of this report, based on the analyses listed above, the number of unsupported transactions for which |
could not ascertain a legitimate business purpose, and an assumption regarding the import of such unsupported
transactions, I provide an opinion regarding amounts by which the shareholders of EIN and/or Kokoweef have
been damaged.

ANALYSIS OF THE BOOKS AND RECORDS OF HWS

I was provided a copy of Hahn’s World of Surplus QuickBooks file. The QuickBooks file has transactions
covering the periods from 11/24/2001 through 04/20/2010. The QuickBooks file also contains information for
five bank accounts.

1. A Nevada State Bank account that has transactions from 11/24/2001-04/20/10.
A petty cash account that has transactions from 01/03/2002-12/09/2003Two Clark
County Credit Union accounts, one runs from 10/28/2009-10/31/2009 and the other
Clark County Credit Union runs from 12/31/2007-10/31/2009.

3. A U.S. Bank account that has transactions from 01/02/2003-03/31/2010.

I have received some information for the Nevada State Bank account and the U.S. Bank account. T was also
provided some of the bank statements, cancelled checks, and deposit slips for some of the above mentioned

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HWS bank accounts. I have not been provided any bank information for the Clark County Credit Union
transactions or the petty cash account transactions.

In addition to the bank account documentation and QuickBooks file, I have received the paid bill files of HWS.
While the purpose of reviewing the books and records of HIWS was not to perform the same types of analysis
which I have done for EIN/Kokoweef, it should be noted that in comparing the two sets of books, the books and
records of HWS appear to be more complete than the EIN and Kokoweef books. In comparing the HWS paid
bill files to the transactions recorded in QuickBooks I found that most, if not all, expenses posted in QuickBooks
were supported by a receipt or vendor invoice. In comparison, the majority of the transactions in the books and
records of Kokoweef and ETN are unsupported.

ANALYSIS OF THE CONSOLIDATION OF VENDORS USED BY EIN, KOKOWEEF AND HWS

I am concerned about the lack of internal controls and separation of duties in EIN and Kokoweef, and my
analysis indicates that this lack of control has resulted in unsupported transactions. Larry Hahn has control over
the entire accounting cycle of EIN, Kokoweef and HWS. This situation can create an environment for fraud
related activity.

One of the reasons that separation of duties is important because it creates an environment wherein it is more
difficuit to enter into self-dealing or self-serving transactions. In contrast, the environment in which HWS, EIN
and Kokoweef operate is one which allows Mr. Hahn to make payments from any of these three companies EIN,
Kokoweef'and HWS.

I have created a list of all the vendors which payments were made from the following companies EIN,
Kokoweef and HWS. Please refer to Schedule 1,

A large number of the vendors used by EIN and Kokoweef are also used by Hahn’s World of Surplus.

I have found that 71 of the 268 (26.49%) vendors used by EIN are also found in the QuickBooks vendors list in
Hahn’s World of Surplus.

I also found that 58 of the 201 (28.86%) vendors used by Kokoweef are also found in the QuickBooks vendors
list in ITahn’s World of Surplus.

Related companies using the same vendors creates the potential for Mr. Hahn to abuse his power and control of
these entities. Without the supporting documentation for the transactions, it cannot be determined if the items
purchased were in fact for Kokoweef or EIN or if they were purchased for the use of HWS or Larry Hahn.

UNSUP'PORTED TRANSACTIONS

From an accounting perspective, the books and records of EIN and Kokoweef, which I understand Larry Hahn
was entrusted to maintain, should completely account for the inflows and outflows of those funds. In my
opinion, the books and records provided to date in this litigation are not complete. As outlined below, | have
been unable to locate adequate supporting documentation for the EIN and Kokoweef transactions.
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Of the 1,251 checks totaling $528,239.98 written out of EIN, the defendant has attempted to support 161 checks
totaling $54,053.44. However, only 42 or $8,239.54 of the 161 checks the defendant attempted to support were
actually fully supported. The remaining 119 checks did not have proper support because the dates and amounts
did not match the transaction which they claimed to support.

As noted in my previous in my August 2010 Declaration, much of the documentation provided purportedly
supporting the transactions consisted of receipts/invoices which had dates after the date of the check, or amounts
that did not match the amount of the checks or some other discrepancy.

To date, the defendant has not made any further attempts to support the remaining unsupported transactions, and
it is reasonable to assume that if Defendants had documentation that would support these transactions, they
would have produced it by now. In my review of the HWS books and records I investigated HWS paid bill file
to determine if any of the EIN transactions were supported by documentation maintained by HWS. Although 1
found that EIN and HWS use many of the same vendors, I was unable to find evidence in the HWS records
which supported the amounts EIN posted as expenses for the unsupported transactions.

It is my opinion that $520,000.44 of EIN transactions have not been supported with an invoice or a receipt,
Please refer to Schedule 2. Because of the above mentioned lack of control and related party transactions, the
unsupported EIN transaction raise red flags as to a possible misappropriation of the funds.

Unsypported Kokoweef Transactions

Of the 790 checks totaling $732,771.71 written out of the Kokoweef, the Defendant has attempted to support 29
checks totaling $32,803.41. However, only 6 or $2,878.87 of the 29 checks the defendant attempted to support
were actually fully supported. The remaining 23 checks did not have proper support because the dates and
amounts did not maich the transaction which they claimed to support.

As noted previously in my August 2010 Declaration, much of the documentation provided purporiedly
supporting the transactions consisted of receipts/invoices which had dates after the date of the check, or amounts
that did not match the amount of the checks or some other discrepancy.

To date, the defendant has not made any further attempts to support the remaining unsupported transactions and
it is reasonable to assume that if Defendants had documentation that would support these transactions, they
would have produced it by now. In my review of the HWS books and records I investigated HWS paid bill file
to determine if any of the Kokoweef transactions were supported by documentation maintained by HWS,
Although I found that Kokoweef and HWS use many of the same vendors, T was unable to find evidence in the
HWS records which supported the amount Kokoweef posted as expenses for the unsupported transactions.

It is my opinion that $729,892.84 of Kokoweef transactions have not been supported with an invoice or a

receipt. Please refer to Schedule 3. Because of the above mentioned lack of control and related-party
transactions, the unsupported Kokoweef transaction raise red flags as to a possible misappropriation of funds.

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There are some vendors which one might reasonably assume that EIN or Kokoweef would use in the normal
course of business. While the defendants have not furnished adequate support for these transactions, 1 have
reviewed the vendors used by EIN and Kokoweef and have reduced the amount of unsupported transactions
based on these assumptions.

I. Payments to a Mining/Drilling Supplier relating to EIN and Kokoweef primary business.

2. State licensing payments and tax payments relating to EIN and Kokoweel primary business.

3. Payments to vendors which are more likely than not related to EIN and Kokoweef primary
business.

While I cannot be certain that ETN or Kokoweef did indeed receive the goods and services for which payment

was made to vendors, I have arrived at this amount based on the assumption that they did. Please refer to
schedule 2 and 3.

After assuming support exists based upon the above-mentioned assumptions, the following amounts remain
unsupported and without known legitimate business purposes related specifically to Kokoweef and EIN :
$386,307.49 of EIN transactions (please refer to Schedule 2) and $567,895.41 of Kokoweef transactions {please
refer to Schedule 3).

ANALYSIS OF FUNDS RELATED TO SHAREHOLDER INVESTMENTS

I have investigated the records for possible diversion of sharchokder investments. I have previously presented a
list of shareholder investments which could not be focated in the books of EIN/Kokoweef in my August 2010
Declaration. After receiving the bank account information for HWS I have analyzed the bank deposits for the
diverted shareholder investment.

Schedule 7 shows shareholder investment transactions totaling $30,830 for which I have been unable find a
corresponding deposit into the EIN or Kokoweef bank accounts.

One of the difficulties of tracking these investments is that these investments were commonly made in cash.
Many of the people who invested in these companies invest in $600 increments.

Despite the inability to know the ultimate disposition of the cash, it should be noted that there are a number of

instances where there is a $600 cash deposit into a HWS account at approximately the time of the missing
shareholder investment,

For example in July 2006 a number of individuals invested $600. Deposits shown in the bank records of HWS
indicate that on July 19, 2006 HWS deposited a total of $1,551.77, $600 of which was in cash.

Another example is a $300 investment by John & Sandra Arnold on June 19, 2006. On June 27, 2006 HWS
deposited a total of $4,959.80 of which $300 was in cash.
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On June 7, 2004 Mary White and Michael Pochop each invested $300 for a total of $600. On June 9, 2004 HWS
deposited a total of §1,367.47 deposit, of which $600 was in cash.

Jan Baker invested $600 in January of 2007 and HWS deposited a total of $1,188.95 of which $600 was in cash.

Since the transactions were done with cash, there is no way of knowing the ultimate disposition of the funds.
However, there is some evidence that may suggest that $30,830.00 in investor deposits was diverted to HWS

ANALYSIS OF MISMATCHED RECEIVABLES AND PAYABLES BETWEEN THE RELATED
PARTIES

HWS has an asset account labeled Explorations Inc. of Nevada and EIN has a corresponding liability account
Jabeled N/P Hahn’s Surplus. However, the transactions and account balances do not match.

It transactions were recorded properly, one would expect the amounts to match. However, as an example, the
EIN asset account recorded in the HWS QuickBooks file shows a balance of $14,698.29 on 12/31/2002, but the
HWS liability account in the EIN QuickBooks file shows a balance of $19,586.38 on 12/31/2002,

It is possible there is a timing difference related to the recording of the transactions exists that would be
overcome after a period of time. However, this did not occur. In fact, in the five years these accounts existed,
the amounts in these accounts never matched. There were times when both sides of a transaction properly
appeared in QuickBooks, but generally speaking, many of the transactions only existed in the records of one
company. As of 07/31/2006, the difference between these accounts approached more than $15,000. As of the
date of the QuickBooks files I have copies of, EIN shows a liability to Hahn’s totaling $32,438.19, however,
HWS’s QuickBooks shows EIN owes only $15,836.05.

This inconsistency between the intercompany accounts exists between Kokoweef and ITWS as well. The
Kokoweef asset account that exists in HWS’s books, shows a balance of $7,687.74 on 06/22/2009. However,
the Kokoweef QuickBooks shows a balance owed to Hahn’s World of Surplus of $47,604.42 on the same day.
Throughout the existence of these accounts, a difference of about $40,000 exists between these accounts.

I also reviewed the transactions which were recorded in these accounts and | was not able to find all of the
supporting documentation for them. Many of the transactions in IIWS’s books show that they are a payment on
behalf of EIN or Kokoweef to some vendor, for example Sam’s Club. I found some receipts from Sam’s Club in
HWS’s vendor receipts, but most of these were for a small amount or illegible, for example $10.00, while the
transaction shows that Hahn’s paid several hundred dollars to Sam’s Club for EIN or Kokoweef. T understand
that this large amount could be for the sum of several payments from Hahn’s to Sam’s Club on behalf of EIN or
Kokoweef. However, I was not able to find all of these receipts that would add up to these large amounts or the
ones that would add up to the proper reimbursement amount were illegible.

CONCLUSION AND SUMMARY OF OPINIONS

Based upon the piecemeal production of documents by Kokoweef, EIN and HWS, and the ongoing assurances
that all documentation supporting these transactions exist and have been provided, the continued lack of
supporting documentation for numerous transactions, the lack of controls and the existence of related party
transactions, one might make the assumption that the undocumented transactions were not for legitimate
business purposes.
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Using the assumption that amounts that have been unsupported by the accounting records represent a diversion
of corporate funds, it is my opinion that the sharcholders of EIN and Kokoweef have been damaged by the
following amounts:

Under the assumptions outlined above, it is my opinion that damages range from $1,280,723.28 to $985,032.90

If additional information becomes available that T deem relevant to the scope of this engagement, I reserve the
right to modify this report accordingly. To the extent Defendants can show that transactions previously
considered unsupported are in fact supported by documentation on the record, I will consider such information
and adjust my report accordingly. As this case proceeds toward trial, the passage of time, and the issuance of
any rebuttal reports, may require that my report be updated. As this matter proceeds toward trial, I may prepare
various exhibiis that iltustrate and provide examples of the failures I have opined to.
